SECTION II - Approved Construction Standards

PART A - MATERIALS AND WORKMANSHIP -
FIRST YEAR COVERAGE ONLY

I. CARPENTRY

A. PROBLEM: Walls which are out-of-plumb
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: Any wall which is more than 1/4 inch out of plumb for an 32 inch vertical measurement will
be brought into compliance with this accepted tolerance.

B. PROBLEM: Walls which are bowed
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: Walls which bow more than 1/4 inch for any 32 inch horizontal or vertical measurement
will be brought into compliance with this accepted tolerance.

C. PROBLEM: Wood floors which are uneven
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: Floors which have more than 1/4 inch deviation over any 32 inch measurement when
measured parallel to the joists will be brought into complaince with this accepted tolerance. Deflections in walland ceiling
joists are governed by local code.

D. PROBLEM: Workmanship on interior trim
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: Open molding joints which exceed 1/8 inch in width will be brought into compliance with
the accepted tolerance.

E. PROBLEM: Workmanship on exterior trim
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: Open joints between exterior trim elements (siding, masonry, ete.) which exces=d 3/8 inch
will be brought into compliance with this industry standard.

F. PROBLEM: Squeaky floors and loose subflooring
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: HW10 is only responsible for correcting if caused by basic construction defect.

II. CONCRETE

A. PROBLEM: Concrete slabs and floors which are not level
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: Pits or depressions in a concrete floor of a room designed for habitability will be corrected.
Areas of unevenness or depressions in such floors which exceed more than 1/4 inch for any 32 inch measurement will be
brought into compliance with this accepted standard. Exception - concrete floors which are designed with a slope for
drainage purposes.

B. PROBLEM: Cracks in concrete slab on grade floor with finish flooring
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: HW10 will repair finish flooring so it is not readily noticeable

C. PROBLEM: Garage (attached) slabs with cracks
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: Cracks which exceed 1/4 inch in width or vertical displacement will be repaired by surface
patching

D. PROBLEM: Cracks in foundation and basement walls
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: Crack greater than 1/8 inch in width will be repaired

E. PROBLEM: Basement floor cracks
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: Cracks greater than 1/8 inch in vertical displacement or 3/16 inch in width will be repaired
by surface patching or other such methods as may be required.

F. PROBLEM: Concrete work which is pitting, scaling or spalling
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: HW10 will correct, however, HW 10 not responsible for correcting concrete problem due
to deterioration caused by chemicals, salt, mechanical implements or other actions by Homeowner, its agents or third parties
other than the builder of the Home.

G. PROBLEM: Steps, garage floors and stoops which settle, heave or separate
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: Settling, heaving or separating which exceeds 1 inch from the structure of the house will
be repaired. :

H. PROBLEM: Movement and/or separation in expansion and contraction joints of concrete slabs within the house
HW10 RESPONSIBILITY: None.

I. PROBLEM: Steps and stoops with standing water
HWI10 RESPONSIBILITY: HW 10 will correct if problem exceeds minor puddling of water for 24 hours afier arainfall.

IIl. DOOR AND WINDOWS
A. PROBLEM: Insert panels which show raw wood due to shrinkage
HWI10 RESPONSIBILITY: None.
B. PROBLEM: Closet and interior passage doors which warp
